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Streets weren’t safe in Victorian times. Some rich ladies even had to have bodyguards to keep safe from muggers!





Mugging someone on the streets could lead to a painful punishment which was called flogging. It involved 50 lashes of  a whip in jail but infact the highest amount of lashes is 36 for a man.�A doctor stopped the punishment because the man was going to die !!!





London in Victorian times was packed with people who moved in thinking they would get a better life and more money but in fact it was a much worse life.


In London there were two parts, West and East, the West End was where all the fancy houses and rich people lived, the East End was where homeless people lived, the rich people liked to call them slums. In London the crimes were terrible, people could getaway with murder and other crazy things.





In Victorian London mugging was a bad problem so to stop garrotters strangling and stealing from rich people (mostly gentlemen) they invented the spiked collar, it spiked any hand of a garrotter who touched their neck.
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In Victorian times mugging was very bad and common. The usual way to do it, was to catch a victim round the neck drag them to the floor and take their valuables. The muggers liked to call this putting on the hug!
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Justice was shown as a woman in London. Justice would be used to deal with the crime in the Victorian age. In one hand she has a sword in the other a pair of scales, the scales meant fairness. If you committed crime you would be punished and the sword dealt with the punishment.


A statue of Justice is still above the law courts in London today. It is blindfolded because Justice treats everyone the same.
