	Risk


	Procedure for Dealing with Risk …..

	Temperature of Cooker

	· The walls of the cooker are well insulated and always cool.
· Children are not permitted to use the cooker unless under direct adult supervision.
· The cooker will continue to be supervised until it has cooled.

· Dangers will be explained to all children.


	Movement

	· The cooker has wheels and is easily moved.
· Children may help with this process but only under adult supervision.

· Where an adult has concerns about moving the cooker they should report this and refrain from doing so.



	Protective Clothing


	· Protective aprons will be worn by children.
· Oven gloves will be used when taking things in and out of the oven.



	Training


	· All users should familiarise themselves with the correct way to use the cooker before they attempt to do so.

· Requests for training will be considered as appropriate.

 

	Electrical Safety


	· This is part of our annual inspection of electrical appliances.



	Condition


	· The cooker is new, under warranty, and in good condition.

· Any concerns relating to condition will be reported.



	Fire

	· A fire blanket is attached to the side of the cooker.

· Users should take care that flammable materials do not come into contact with the cooker.

· There should be sufficient space around the cooker that it can be used safely.

· The cooker should not be returned to its store until it has cooled completely.

· Consideration should be given to the potential for fire from ingredients or cooking procedures prior to any session.
