	Procedure for Dealing with Risk …..

	Temperature of Kiln


	· The kiln is well insulated and always cool on the outside.
· The door to the Kiln Room remains locked when the kiln is on.

· Children are denied access to this area unless under adult supervision.

· The kiln door may not be opened until the temperature has dropped below 40ºC.



	Glazing Materials


	· Not used at present, however this policy will be updated as appropriate.


	Protective Clothing


	· Unnecessary, however any requests will be considered favourably. 



	Training


	· The kiln may only be used by, or under the direct supervision of, Mr Bryan Sentance who is an experienced potter.

· Other requests for training will be considered as appropriate.

 

	Electrical Safety


	· The kiln has been professionally wired in to the mains and this will form part of our annual inspection of electrical appliances.



	Condition


	· The kiln is new, under warranty, and in good condition.

· Any concerns relating to condition will be reported.



	Security


	· The Kiln Room is kept locked and the key is securely held in our office which is locked when it is not manned.
