	How is the Risk Going to be Controlled ?

	Information
	· Parents will not normally be asked for permission for their children to play in sports matches however they will be informed that their child has been selected and made aware that they have the right not to allow their child to play.

· They will always be informed in writing when we are playing away from school.

· Where there are problems, for example if we are running very late, parents will be informed by telephone.

· Parents will always be told at what time we are leaving, where we are playing and what time we expect to get back to Bradworthy.

	Equipment / Kit
	· All children will only be permitted to play in sports matches if they are wearing the correct kit and using appropriate equipment.

· The rules and regulations of the various controlling bodies and guidelines from “Safe practice in PE” will be followed at all times.

· Matches will only be run by appropriate adults who will ensure the above.

	Supervision
	· The children will always be accompanied by a member of staff.

· Children will never be left unaccompanied.

· Once back at school children will be supervised by a member of staff until collected.

· Older children will be allowed to walk home if their parents have specifically requested this. The children will always be accompanied by a member of staff.

	Travelling to and from the event
	· The children will normally travel in staff / parents cars and we will ensure that their parents understand this and are happy with this arrangement.

· A written list will be produced with details of who different children are travelling with.

· Parent’s offering transport will be asked to verify verbally that their vehicle is road-worthy.

· Children must wear seatbelts.

· Children will be dropped back at school unless their parents have requested otherwise and we can accommodate this.
