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How the printer works!


The printer was a really big thing in Stuart times, it suddenly meant they could print loads of things with out having to write it out by hand and this is how they work. 


The Authors drawing is hung up so it can be read easily.


Then the men engrave the picture into the wood.


The wood has to be evenly inked before it will print properly.


The printer uses the printing press to press the piece of paper this leaves an impression on the paper. Then the paper is left to dry. 


To put the letters on the engraving the metal words are put side by side on the wood block.

In 1642 Blaise Pascal was a mathematician. He was the son of a Tax collector and he wanted to invent a machine to do sums. Pascal’s machine was called a numerical wheel calculator. Pascal’s invention used a train of 8 moveable dials to add sum up to 8 numbers long.


While making number problems easier, the worst disadvantage about Pascal’s Adding Machine is that the machine could only do subtraction and addition problems. Pascal’s invention of the adding machine was not used much but the importance of the machine was not forgotten.


Today’s computers use a computer programming language that has taken Pascal’s name.
