Dear Parents, 
I’m sure that you will already know that we have been giving the children the opportunity to take part in some water-sport activities over the last couple of years. This has included sailing, kayaking and surfing and I think that the clubs have been received really well by everyone.
We will be offering the children the chance to surf again this half term.

We have provisionally booked a 6 week course which will take place at Crooklets Beach in Bude.

The children do not need any previous experience and they won’t need any special equipment (beyond an old pair of trainers, a swimming costume and towel) because everything is included in the price.

Each session will take place on a Friday afternoon. We are intending to leave school at about 3.00pm and return to Bradworthy at about 6.00pm so that the children will have a couple of hours in the water each week. 

We are intending to start on Friday 11th September with the sessions taking place every Friday until 16th October which will be the last session.
The children will be accompanied by Robin Lewis and I but (depending on how many children sign up) we will also need some support with transport, from parents. I’m sure we’ll be able to organise a rota as we usually do so that we don’t get a situation where the same people end up driving every week.

All participating children must be able to swim at least 50m.
We are intending to offer places on a first come first served basis, however we will give priority to children in Year 6 because this will be their last chance to take part.
For the club to run we will need to form a group of a least 8 children, however we can offer places to as many as 18 children. If any children are unlucky and do not get a place they will either be put on a waiting list and given priority when we run the club again or if numbers demand it we will look in to the possibility of running a second club later in the year.
As you know the school places a great deal of importance on offering our children as many different opportunities and experiences as possible and so that we can try and make the club available to as many children as possible we will be subsidising the club quite heavily. We are able to offer the club at a greatly reduced rate of only £5 a session which I think is a very reasonable price.
I must point out that this club is once again being heavily subsidised by the school and that the school will be committing itself to the full 6 sessions. Please understand that if your child signs up they are committing themselves to all 6 sessions. In the event that they do drop out or miss a session for any reason you will still be expected to pay the full amount.

We are happy to receive payments weekly or if you prefer you can pay the whole lot in one go, however please don’t send any money in at this point.

Please complete the form at the bottom of this letter if you would like you child to take part. We will not be accepting any completed forms until Monday morning to give those children who live away from school a fair chance.
